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Goresbrook CC – Club Guidelines and Policies

Transport
Goresbrook Cricket Clubs policy is that parents or legal guardians are responsible for arranging and/or transporting young players to and from all matches and practice sessions and therefore the Club will not be registering private vehicles for the transportation of individuals in connection with any fixtures or practice sessions arranged by the Club.  The implementation of this policy is not intended to exclude any player from participation and parents or guardians should contact the Club Welfare Officer if they have any problems with the transportation of players to matches or practice sessions.

All age group and adult fixture information is available on the clubs website – www.goresbrookcc.co.uk and this should allow you to plan for the transportation of your son/daughter for age group games.

In the event of your son/daughter being selected for open age cricket fixtures.  It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to request the transportation of the player to and from the game if all other options to get the young player to the game have been exhausted.

In the event of a young player being transported to a fixture, pick up and drop off locations have to be agreed in advance and it is recommended that this is Goresbrook Cricket Clubs home ground.

It is also recommended that the young player has a fully charged mobile phone that is able to make and receive calls for the duration of time that they are at the fixture and associated travelling.

It is the young persons parent/guardians responsibility to collect the young player from the designated drop off point at the agreed time.

For juniors playing in senior matches parental consent is required whenever volunteers and other adult members transport a junior member. This will be by way of a written authority (ticking the box on the membership application form). Although volunteers may help in the arrangement of transport, neither they nor the club can be held liable for any accident that occurs during the journey. 

In relation to the transporting of junior members, volunteers and other adults should:

1. Where practicable, try to avoid giving a lift to a single child;

2. Ensure that vehicles are roadworthy and insured;

3. Ensure that children wear seatbelts and where possible sit in a back seat
